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Chris Bickerton (University Lecturer in politics at POLIS, Official Fellow at Queens’
College, Cambridge and Associate researcher at Sciences Po, CEE)

Chris Bickerton’s research interests span the disciplines of international relations, comparative
European politics and European studies. His published work includes a co-edited volume on
sovereignty in contemporary international relations, a book on the European Union'’s foreign policy,
and mostrecently abook on European integration as a process of state transformation. He is currently
working on the topic of state transformation in post-1945 Europe, from a comparative historical
perspective. He is also working on two collaborative projects. One investigates, theoretically and
empirically, the relationship between populism and technocracy in contemporary political life.
A second is on the nature of post-Maastricht European integration and its implications for our
understanding of states, institutions and interests in the process of European integration.
