Process
tracing the buildup to the
Ukrainian war

* Engage in causal analysis via hypothesis-

testing Process-Tracing (PT) to explain the
escalation and the breakout of a violent
conflict over Ukraine.

Document and test different hypotheses
and scenarios over a time interval starting
with the maximum Russian military dis-
engagement from European affairs to the
attack of Ukraine

Produce a ‘lessons learned’ report
highlighting critical junctures and tipping
points in the process leading to the war
